Before his career in
the Diplomatic Service, he worked at the European Bank for Reconstruction and
Development (EBRD) in London.

He studied at the University of
Joensuu and holds a Master’s degree in Social Sciences (Economics). He has also studied
political science at Newcastle in the UK and international relations in Denver, Colorado in
the USA.
